MINUTES OF NOVEMBER 13, 2012 REGULAR BOARD MEETING

MEMBERS PRESENT: Tom Demarais, Betty Wilkens, Gene Carda, Kevin Belkholm

MEMBERS ABSENT: Paul Hoppe

OTHERS PRESENT: Kelly Osterdyk, Shannon Rasinski, Jan Anderson, Leroy Sipes

Chairman Demarais called the meeting to order at 4:18 p.m.

M/S/C Belkholm, Carda to approve the minutes for the October 9, 2012 meeting.

Leroy Sipes was present to request additional cost-share for his diversion project, repair work,
fencing and critical area seeding along the Snake River.  Total estimated project costs to date are
$27,280.40; cost share and payment estimates to date are $15,661.58 (between CWP grant &
NRCS) which is equal to 57% of the total estimated project costs. M/S/C Carda, Wilkens to
approve an additional $4,798.72, from CWP grant, to cover cost of repairs and critical area seeding;
this would bring the total cost share amount between CWP grant and EQIP funds to 75% of the total
estimated project costs.

M/S/C Carda, Wilkens to table the financial report for October and present it with November’s
report because Jan’s computer was down. M/S/C Belkholm, Carda to approve per-diem & mileage
to Betty & Tom for their work on the Girl Scout Event; and also mileage for Kelly to the BWSR
Academy.

The resolution Kanabec SWCD presented and had approved at the Area 3 meeting; needed
additional clarification as recommended by the MASWCD Resolution committee.  Kelly presented
a paragraph of additional information for the Watershed & Basin Planning Partnership to Solving
Water Quality Issues resolution. This additional information can be added at the floor of the
convention. M/S/C Wilkens, Carda to approve the additional wording as presented.

M/S/C Wilkens, Demarais to approve registration expenses for Paul Hoppe to attend both days of
the convention; Kevin Belkholm & Gene Carda to attend the first day and also pay for Kelly’s lunch
for the awards banquet; as well as our Conservation Cooperator lunch on the second day.

M/S/C Wilkens, Belkholm to eliminate Article XIV – Health & Welfare from the Personnel
Policies; will revise wording at December board meeting for the wage package section.

The October 25 PICKM meeting for water quality was well attended.



Cost-Share: M/S/C Belkholm, Wilkens to approve cost-share payment of $6,150 from 319
Groundhouse River grant to Duane Munsterteiger for his heavy use/cattle crossing project; this is
75% of the project cost and the funds will be reimbursed from MPCA.   Also discussed Darwin
Steinbrecher’s proposed alternative watering source near the Groundhouse River for his cattle.

SWCD road signs at county lines are in poor condition.  It was decided that only four would be left
on Highways 65 & 23, we will need to install one at the south highway 65 line.  Jan is working with
Tony Miller and a boy scout who will work on a sign(s) as his eagle project.

D.C. Report:  A FAC meeting was recently held with NRCS Area office & FSA.  Proposed building
lay out was discussed, as well as NRCS no longer paying for 150’ of space for district secretary; a
10 year lease would drawn up.  Shannon presented a report of activities they have been working on.

D.M. Report:  Kelly presented information he picked up at the BWSR Academy session on toe
wood sod mat for riverbank erosion sites.

Supervisor Reports:  Gene reported that the Onanegozie RC&D is interviewing applicants for the
coordinator position.  Tom reported he attended the City of Mora Wellhead Protection Committee
meeting; the plan must be completed & accepted by April 2013.   He also had expressed his
concerns about reports of vehicle fluids & refrigerants being dumped on the ground & released into
the air at the recycling center north of Mora.
