REQUIREMENTS FOR A SITE PERMIT
Applications must include a site sketch with the following information:

North directional arrow

Dimensions of lot and proposed location of existing septic



system (if applicable)


c.
Road/Street names



d.
Location of proposed structures, showing all setbacks


including road right of way, side, front and rear yard, shoreline


ordinary high water mark, bluff, etc.


e.
Driveway location


f.
Location of well (if applicable)


g.
Location of adjacent existing buildings


h.
Any wetland areas or floodplains


i.
Other information as requested

The site must be staked, including building corners and property lines, upon the department’s receipt of the application.  Failure to adequately mark the site may result in delays and additional re-inspection fees.

A permit will be issued upon completion of a site inspection and payment of permit fees.  You may not begin any work until the permit is issued or fine will be incurred.  You will be notified by mail or phone when the County review process has been completed.
