INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS

1.   
Kanabec County Public Works Department intends to obtain bid prices for commonly purchased construction and maintenance related supplies and for equipment rental for the 2016 construction season.  There is no assurance that the County will need or purchase all the items listed.  The County will accept all responsible bids and the Public Works Director will then contract with the lowest bidder available at the time the material or service is needed.  The County and Bidder recognize that the rental equipment of the low bidder may not be available to meet the County’s schedule and the Public Works Director will use his judgment regarding the scheduling of work with the low bidder or the other bidders, if the equipment of the low bidder is not available.

      
Further, it is understood the County considers the haul distance as a factor in the purchase of sand and gravel, and it will be considered in the purchase of this material.

Bidders are not required to bid on all items, just fill in the bid items you are bidding on.   Bidding documents include the Advertisement for Bids, Instructions to Bidders, Specifications and Proposal, including any addenda issued before receipt of bids.

7. Bid bonds will not be required as part of the bidding documents except on bid items specifically identified to require a bid bond.  Proof of insurance is required before the start of any work.  A State Affidavit of Withholding shall be provided by the contractor for heavy equipment rental where an operator is provided.

8. All bids on Item 15, “CRUSHING GRAVEL” shall be accompanied by a bid bond in the amount of 5% of the crushing total.  The amount of the bid bond shall not consider other bid items.
